Norte and Submeseta Sur.

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4. Characteristic of rivers

4.1 How do we describe rivers?

They have:

e fresh water.

* asource where the river begins.
* a mouth where the river ends.

* a course, which is the journey of the river from the source
to the mouth.

o tributaries, which are smaller rivers that join the main river.

* meanders, which are bends in the river.

4.2 What are the different parts of the course of a river?

We divide the course of the river into three parts:

-Upper course: close to the source.
-Middle course: it has meanders

-Lower course: close to the mouth
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4. Characteristic of rivers

4.3 What are the characteristic of a river?

We study three main characteristic:

1) LENGHT of the river: distance frome the source to the mouth

2) DISCHARGE: is the amount of water

3) REGIME: is the change in discharge. It can be :
STABLE: always the similar water during the year
VARIABLE: amount of water changes over the year
